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Introduction

This is an assessment checklist to use in assessing an Applicant to gain a personal permit for Personal Watercraft. Details of what to assess for leadership and supervisory permits can be found in separate assessment checklists. More details on the permit scheme, assessing, technical skills and Personal Watercraft can be found in resources listed in FS120084 Scout Led Activities Index.

Using This Checklist

This checklist is the syllabus that an Applicant should be assessed against for the Technical section of gaining a permit. All skills must be assessed for the highest class of water a permit is recommended for.

Once an assessment is complete the Approved Assessor should fill in the back page and give it to the Applicant to take to their responsible Commissioner.
