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From the Movement's earliest years until 1966, Wolf Cubs, Rover Scouts, Scoutmasters and Cub Mistresses
were part of the Scouting vocabulary. Following the Chief Scout's Advance Party Report in 1967, these and
many other long established titles and designations were replaced and those now current are listed below.
However, it does not follow that in every Group, District and County or Area, each available position will be
filled. Appointments are made according to need and the availability of suitable people to undertake specific

responsibilities at each organisational level.
